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Foreword

      All Stampers in Newton County share a common descendancy from Spencer Stamper and
Sarah Sims Stamper.

     Spencer Stamper, son of Joel L. Stamper and Mary Brooks, was born in Virginia some time
before the year 1796. As a young man, he traveled to Georgia, in the company of other family
members, where he married, about the year 1819 in Putnam County, to Sarah Sims. Tax records
from Morgan County indicate that he owned property there in 1817 along with brothers Martin W.
and Irby Stamper. Spencer and Sarah later moved to Pike County, Georgia, where most of their 11
children were born.

     Spencer Stamper was a prominent citizen in Pike County, Georgia, where he served both as a
minister and county official. As a minister, he was pastor of Mount Olive Baptist Church from
1829-1836 and of Zebulon Baptist Church from 1837-1841, He also donated 2 1/2 acres toward
the building of Harmony Baptist Church in 1833. As a county official he served Pike County as
Judge of the Inferior Court, a powerful position that placed him in charge of all county finances,
schools, roads, bridges, as well as probate hearings and civil and criminal trials.

     His will, as written on 8 August 1844 and probated on 5 March 1849, Pike County, Georgia,
appointed his wife Sarah as executrix and his son Joel Stamper as executor, with each of his 11
children named in the will with the provision that "my children that is small be first educated out of
my estate."

     In 1856 Sarah sold all of her property in Pike County, Georgia, and moved to Newton County,
Mississippi, where she settled in the Pinckney Community with a number of her children. Sarah
Sims Stamper, a daughter of George Sims and Frances Griffin, was born 29 October 1797,
Georgia and died 15 November 1877, Newton County, Mississippi. She is buried in Decatur
Cemetery along side her oldest grandson, George Edward Stamper.

     Four of the sons of Spencer and Sarah Sims Stamper would enlist in the 8th Mississippi
Infantry (Pinckney Guards), CSA, at the beginning of the Civil War. These were Joel Clifton
(survived); George D. (wounded at the battle of Chattananooga, Tennessee, and later died), Martin
Woodson (wounded, captured, but survived), and Spencer T. (died as a prisoner of war).

     The early Stamper family members characteristically had dark hair and complexions. They
were also staunch Baptists and united with Pinckney Baptist Church shortly after their arrival in
Newton County. Most family members, however, transferred their membership to Fellowship-
New Hope Primitive Baptist Church when it was formed in 1883. Along with the Stampers,
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leading families in this church included the Loper, Willis, Everett, Harris, Hollingsworth, Meador,
Moulds, Webb, Russell, Vaughn, Wall, Gardner, Payne, Carr, Wilson, Golden, Red/d, Edwards,
and Leach families.

    Joel Clifton Stamper was a farmer who lived in the
Pinckney community where he was a member of
Fellowship-New Hope Primitive Baptist Church. He
married November 16, 1844, Pike County, Georgia,      
to Martha Emily Beville, daughter of Edward Beville
and Mary Weise, born January 7, 1827 in South
Carolina and died August 18, 1896 in Newton
County. Joel and Martha were the parents of eight
children.
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Shortly after his arrival in Newton County, Martin Woodson Stamper purchased a mill site at
Pinckney. Whether this was the older site established by Joshua Maxwell in 1834 or not is
unknown, although it is suspected that Stamper's Mill was slightly downstream from the mill that
Joshua Maxwell operated previously. Nevertheless, Martin assigned one worker the task of
making needed improvements which included the installation of a water turbine grist mill and gin,
and likely the enlargement of the pool leading into the turbine. The process took three years.

   He also built a large two-story house on the hill overlooking the pond. From the time of its
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installation until his death in 1918, the pond served as a focal gathering point, not just for the
county, but for the surrounding area. People came here to grind mill, but they also came to politic,
to socialize, and to swim and fish in one of the largest man-made bodies of water in this part of the
state. Stamper's Mill, as it came to be known, served as a favorite meeting place for the Farmer's
Grange, the Masons, and other organizations, all of which Martin was actively involved in. Martin
also served as the Chairman of the Executive Democratic Party and was a member of the County
Pension Board at the time of his death. He was a member of the Board of Supervisors and its
President in 1916. Martin ran for and was elected to the Mississippi Legislature as a member of the
House of Representatives for the 1878 and 1880 Sessions, where he was known as
the "Old War Horse".

     Although few records are available, a school house is known to have existed, first called
Pinckney and later Stamper, at this site from the 1880's until some time before 1914, at which time
the school was closed and most of the students sent to Stratton.

     A post office, known as Stamper, was operated here. Martin W. Stamper served as its only
postmaster from January 26, 1889 to February 23, 1906, at which time the post office was
relocated to Stratton.

     Martin W. Stamper was married three times. His first wife, Cornelia "Celia" Van Buren, born
July 15, 1841; second wife, Christinia McMahon, born October 5, 1839; third wife, Sally E.
Edwards, born June 9, 1854. Martin was the father of two children, both born from his marriage to
"Celia".
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Descendants of Joel L. Stamper

Generation No. 1

1.  Joel L.1 Stamper was born Abt. 1770 in Montgomery County, Virginia, and died Aft. 1833.  He married Mary
Brooks 07 Jun 1788.  She was born Abt. 1770, and died Aft. 1833 in Warren County, GA.

Notes for Joel L. Stamper:
The only thing known about Joel is that he was a Revoluntary War Veteran and was in Montgomery County, VA in 1782.

Mary was in Warren County, GA in 1833, where she applied for a Revoluntary War widow's pension in 1833.

There were two Joel Stampers who were Revoluntary War Veterans. The other Joel married Nancy Cannady.  They were from
Wilkes County, NC.

The STAMPERS came from Wales, Southern England. So ---- we are French (De Beville) and English.

Notes for Spencer Stamper:
Some of the early settlers of Georgia were Stampers.  Spencer is believed to have come from Virginia with his brothers,
Martin W. and Rev. Irby, around 1817.  He was a tax payer in Morgan County in 1817. He was a Judge and Baptist
minister, owned a vast amount of land. Spencer was very prominent in Pike County, GA. He gave 2 1/2 acres to the
Harmony Baptist Church in Pike County in 1833. He was the pastor at Mount Olive Church from 1829 - 1836 and
pastored Zebulon Baptist Church from 1837 - 1841.  Spencer was a Inferior Court Judge for Pike County.  This was a
demanding position of great power.  The Judge was in charge of all County finances, schools, roads, bridges, business,
as well as estate, civil and criminal trials.  Although the job was very laborious, it carried no fee or salary - only the
compensation of being called Judge. Spencer was an 1812 War veteran. He served in Capt William Patrick's Co. of
Infantry, 2nd Regiment Georgia State Troops at Camp Jackson from October 12, 1814 to September 13, 1816.

Little is known about Spencer's childhood. The 1880 Census on his children lists his birth in Virginia. Spencer was
born in Virginia, but lived most of his adult life in Tolbot and Pike Counties, GA. He was a very prominent person and
accumulated much wealth. He must have died in 1848 or 1849 because his WILL was probated in 1949, and he is not
listed in the 1850 GA census. He and Sarah had eleven children, seven sons and four daughters. Sarah, Joel C., Martin,
George, Thomas, Spencer T., Frances and Susan Caroline left Pike County, GA and settled in Newton County, MS in
1856.

Dark curly hair and dark complexion were obvious physical characteristics of the Stampers through out the generations.

Edna Stamper Mosley remembered her great grandfather being called Elder Spencer Stamper.

Kimbell Baptist Association Minutes, 1899, Butts County, Georgia:
 John T. Kimbell and the late Lanney Duffy were ordained by authority of Towaliga Church and a presbytery of eight
ministers during a general meeting at the church on May 30, 1847. The sermon being preached by Rev James Carter
and the bible being presented by Rev Spencer Stamper.

Spencer's WILL, dated 8 August 1844, Pike County, GA, probated 5 March 1849.

I, Spencer Stamper, being in a low state of health think it best to make my last will and testament -  First of all I appoint
my wife Sarah Stamper, executrix and Joseph Stamper my executor to transact all my estate and business after my
death. I will all my estate both personal and real to my wife Sarah Stamper after all just debts being paid that is to say
her lifetime or widowhood, if she should ever marry, she would only be entitled to a child's part only and my will when
she dies all my property then be equally divided between all my children except Mary Willis. I appoint Joel C. Stamper
trustee for Mary Willis and her children and he shall take one child's part of my estate and take care of it and
appropriate it to their benefit, as my children become of age or marries. My wife will give twice as much as those that
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has left us. I will my children that is small be first educated out of my estate. The names of all my children are as
follows Francis, Mary, Joel C., Harding P., George D., Irby, Louiza, Caroline, Martin, Thomas, Spencer T. I authorize
my wife to sell any property of my estate or to buy any property that will be for the benefit to the estate so long as she
remains a widow providing Joel C. Stamper is willing to the same not otherwise. Witnesses Thomas M. Hawkins, Jonah
Green, George D. Stamper.

 Four of his sons went to the Civil War.  They were Joel C,  survived; George, wounded during the Battle of
Chattanooga, TN, died and buried in Bridgeport, AL;  Martin (Lieutenant), wounded, captured and survived; Spencer
T., died a prisoner of war in Rock Island, IL.

Notes for Sarah Sims:
After Spencer died, Sarah sold all of her property in Pike County, GA and along with at least seven of her children
moved to Newton County, MS in 1856.

Sarah is listed in the household of John D. Robieun and his wife Sarah in the 1880 Newton County, MS census.

Notes for Martin W. Stamper:
Martin was a prominent Georgian.  Pike County was founded on the first Monday in February, 1823 by a small group
of men, including Martin.  In 1825, Martin helped found Upson County.  There is a statue at the courthouse in Upson
naming Martin as one of the original founders.  He was the first Sheriff of Upson County from February 18, 1825 -
January 9, 1826,  County Commissioner in 1831 and State Represenative in 1832.  The Thomaston Academy,
incorporated in 1825, named Martin as a trustee.  He served in the War of 1812. A 1827 Georgia land lottery for Upson
County, named Martin W. Stamper, soldier. He lived in Talbot County from 1843 to 1850 and had 8 slaves.

Item 3rd: As for my worldly effects - I dispose of them as follows hereinafter written To my wife Elizabeth Stamper I
give my mare and buggy which I consider worth as much as the one she had at our marriage. I also give her all the
effects she had when I married her. I also give her seventy five dollars per year as long as she lives or remains my
widow to be paid at the end of the year to be paid by my executor, I think that as much as I should give her.
Item 4th: To my son James M. Stamper my oldest sons children I give one fifth of my estate on these conditions. My
Mountain Iron & Coal C. stock not to be subject to any sale by them  during their life at their death to go to their
children and their interest in my estate to be controlled by my executor for their benefit till they become of age or marry
then my executor to pay them their part of my estate taking into consideration to hold enough of each of my heirs
sufficient to pay what my wife shall be entitled to
before she dies.
Item 5th: I give to my son Wm J. Stamper and his three children Susan F. Christian, Lucretia W. Trammell and Mary L.
Warren one fifth part of my estate and their heirs on these conditions all the interest I own in the Red Mountain Iron &
Coal Company I give to them  and their heirs I mean those of their body. My executor to hold what he may think
necessary in winding up my estate.
Item 6th: I give unto my sons wife and three children of Martin W. Stamper one fifth part of my estate as here after all
of my estate exept my interest in the Red Iron & Coal Company in Alabama I give my daughter in lawa equal share of
one fifth with her three children the fifth interest in the Red Iron & Coal
Company I give to the children and the heirs of their body should they die without heirs or their heirs die without heirs
or there heirs die revert back to the other heirs also all of the rest of my estate they may get under this will to under such
circumstances of death my executor to manage as he may think best for the children and mother. My executor holding
sufficient to pay expences of each ones part to all
expences and pay what I set apart for my wifes support and what I will set apart for the schooling of my grandson Wm
D. Stamper I give five hundred dollars to school him. and my executor to manage it for his best interest. This five
hundred dollars set apart I shall take from Charly M. Ridley's part as I think his mother had more than the rest.
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Item 7: I give to my Grandson Charles L. Ridley one fifth part of my estate five hundred dollars short which I have set
apart for reason above stated. This part of my estate I give on the following conditions should he die leaving no heirs of
his body of his share of my estate to revert back to the heirs subject to such division as I have made with the rest of my
estate all the interest I hold in the Red Mountain Iron & Coal Company in Alabama I give him one fifth interest to him
and the heirs of his body not subject to sale during his life all benefit that may be subject to distribution heirs entitled to
receive and enjoy as he may think best. My executor take out of the estate such sums as may be necessary to defray all
expenses he may have to defray.
Item 8: I give to my son Mannen G. Stamper one fifth part of my estate but my interest in the Red iron & Ore Company
in Alabama that I give him during his lifetime then to go to the heirs of his body I also appoint him my executor to my
will. To wind up my estate as soon as he can for the best interest of the estate The three tracts of Land in Baker County
No 292 #293 #294 all in the 7th district of said county I desire in three  payments one third cash the other two thirds in
one and two years. Deeds to be made and mortgage to secure? the other two payments all other property to be sold as
soon as my executor may think best for the interest of the estate. There is nothing more that I desire to recommend this
my last will and testament This 1868

Notes for Irby M. Stamper:
Rev. Irby came to Pike County, on Potato Creek, about 1817. It was then known as the "wilderness of Monroe. In 1832,
Irby was appointed by the Inferion Court as guardian of Thomas Pittman, who was orphaned when John Pittman
passed. July 5, 1936, Jane, Martin W. and Spencer Stamper were sppointed administers of estate of Irby.The account of
the sale of his estate is dated 12 November 1836. Witnesses were Martin W. Stamper, Stephen Stamper, Mountain
Green and Stephen Ellis. Martin. W. Stamper was appointed guardian of Sophia S. Stamper. Martin paid Hugh G.
Wright $80.00 for boarding and clothing in 1837-1838. Spencer paid Hugh Wright $358.67 in July 1839, as
administrator with Jane Stamper, from Irby's estate.

Notes for Jane Flournoy:
Jane married Hugh G. Wright in 1837, a year after Irby's death. That is why Sophia is with the Wright family in the
1850 census. She travel with Sophia and family to Smith County, Texas, arriving in 1854. She lived next door to
Sophia thru the 1900 census. She lived near the community of Omen and near Troup, Texas. Her children by Hugh
Wright were with her in 1860, but not in 1870.

Notes for William Green Ellis:
William Green Ellis' family was from the Causeyville Community in Lauderdale County, Mississippi.

The following is a brief excerpt from the "A Brief History of the William Green Ellis Family".

      We began in 1804 as Thomas Jefferson serves his term as the third President of the United States. He has been preceeded
only by Washington and Adams so we document back to the country's early days. Abraham Lincoln won't be born for five
more years! William Green Ellis is alive. We have ideas of his beginning but cannot at this time document any earlier
ancestors. a unit of sale of Western Lands has just been cut from 320 acres to 160 acres (1/4 section) and any man with $80
can make payments on a frontier farm of his own. The country is ready to move West. Some people will move up and over the
mountains into Tennessee and Kentucky and others down under in central Georgia, Alabama and Mississippi.
      By backdating from the time of his death, we declare that he was born in Rome, GA, in 1808. We seldom find records in
Polk County, GA, in the 1800's, but believe he was the son of STEVEN ELLIS. We have no records of his attending any
school nor of his having a formal education. Another group of ELLISES in this same area has been corresponding, and we are
still trying to connect the two families.
      We believe the family to be of Welsh, Scotch-Irish descent and to have come into the new world very early. We have
traced through Massachusetts and found one of the first governors there was an ELLIS. Down through Ellisville, VA, into
Georgia and Alabama and on into Ellisville, Mississippi, Lousiana and Texas.
      The first actual proof is a marriage certificate showing that on February 18, 1863, William Green Ellis married Frances
Sarah Stamper in Pike County, GA. This record is signed by a George White, minister. Also recorded is a purchase of 101 and
1/4 acres of land for $100 from a Stephen Ellis on June 8, 1837. The ages and other events help the supposition that Stephen is
the father of William Green.
      Frances Sarah Stamper had two brothers, Martin and Joel, who supposedly later settled in Newton County, MS, and were
prosperous farmers. One of them operated a country store and had a Post Office in his store called Stamper, Mississippi. They
became quite prominent families and one of the brothers (Martin) later served in the Mississippi Legislature.
      The first child was a son named Spencer DeKalb. There are stories that he was named DeKalb after one of the prominent
men at that time, and that the County of DeKalb was named after the same man. A daughter was born in 1839.
      In 1841 William and Frances moved to Coosa County, AL, near the banks of the Coosa River and the settlement of
Wetumka.  This town is about 10 miles north of the present city of Montgomery, AL. There are many Ellis families living
along this river even today. The Coosa River originates in the northwest corner of Georgia on the eastern side of the Lookout
Mountain and winds into Alabama toward Montgomery. Especially there are some near Centre and Cave Springs, which is the
site of the Alabama Ellis Reunions each August.
      The family lived here and at Healing Springs, AL, for almost 19 years before traveling farther west into Mississippi.
During this period six sons were born.
      William farmed most of the time he was in Alabama and the 1850 census indicates that he valued his personal estate at
$400, and that the oldest children, Spencer and Sarah were attending a school. He moved to Mississippi sometime between
1850 and 1860.
      In the 1860 Mississippi census the were shown to be settled in the southeast section of Lauderdale County in the red hills
country near the river, his personal estate had grown and is recorded as $6,000. In this area, their 9th and last child was born.
This area is near the present towns of Energy, Enterprise, Increase and Quitman and part is in Clarke County, MS.
      William and Frances also raised Rowena Wilson. Belle Irby states that L. A. Irby brought her to John W. Irby and wife
(Mary Carr) to raise. Rowena left John Irby's and went to the Ellis home and stayed there until she married J. M. Walker.
      William Green served in the Confederate Army and was working in a salt mine in Louisiana where he developed
pneumonia. He was discharged because of ill health and returned home, but the date of his death is unknown. Frances Sarah
Stamper Ellis died in January, 1893, at Rewena Wilson Walker's home. William and Sarah are buried in the small family burial
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plot on the old Ellis home place, on Bucatunna Creek, now owned by the Tom Tedder family.

He then moved back to Newton County, where he remained until the 7th day of May, A.D. 1862
and on that day takes up his arms, left home, volunteered his services to his country and attached himself to a Company known
by the name of Pinckney Guards, belonging to the 8th Mississippi Regiment and went on in the service of his country. The
deceased was among the first of the noble hearted citizens of our county. He was a good and confident neighbor, a good
master, kind and affectionate father, industrious, kind and affectionate husband, ready and willing at all times to relieve
suffering humanity where it was in his power and not withstanding he had made no profession of religion. We have a favorful
hope that he had made peace with God as there was some indications of it previous to his death and if he left an enemy behind
in this world, we know not the man.

Notes for Martin Woodson Stamper:
 In 1856 a number of settlers came from Pike County, Georgia to the east-central section of Mississippi known as Newton
County to make their homes.  At this time one of the oldest and most prominent families of Newton County located on a farm
on which was found a number of springs of clear water. A spot was selected on the top of a hill and a large two-story house of
antebellum architecture was built. The home is known throughout the County as the Martin Stamper home.  Stamper's Pond,
built in 1858, located 5 miles south of Union, was one of the most famed places of interest for recreation, swimming, and
picnics or historical stories in the County. Over a period of years and with much construction involved, Martin W. Stamper
enlarged the pond and built a turbine-driven mill. One worker at the mill, we are told, had for a period of three years the
solitary job of enlarging the pond and improving the mill operation. Here was the first water turbine grist mill and gin in East
Mississippi.  Former site of Pinckney (1853), giving way to the name of Stamper, MS, in honor of Martin W. Stamper. The
location contained the largest body of water within sixty miles or more.  Here was a church, stores, post office, etc., as well as
the largest school in Neshoba-Newton Counties.  It was a repair and provision stop for wagon trains enroute to Tennessee and
Kentucky to Mobile and return. From here the Pinckney Guards, Company G, 8th Miss Infantry went to the Civil War, losing
half of its men. The mill remained in operation until after it was acquired by Paul D. Measell in the 1920s.

A Monument, put up by Albert L. McMullen, Martin's grandson, marks the location of Stamper Pond.

There was once a Post Office North of Decatur known as " Stamper"; it is now defunct.

Martin was a Lieutenant in the Civil War. He served initially as a Lieutenant and was later promoted to Captain with Company
B, 8th Regiment, Mississippi Infantry, CSA. He was wounded slightly in the face and neck and was captured in Franklin, TN
and released at the end of the war. There is a story told about Martin being brought up for court martial. At that time he was a
corporal, but when the proceedings were over, he came out as a lieutenant. The mystery of how this came to be remains
unsolved. Martin was elected to the Mississippi legislature and was known as the "Newton County Warhorse" for his faithful
and dedicated efforts.

                Abstract of Minutes of Pinckney Baptist Church, Book A (1847 - 1871)
    Pinckney Baptist Church was admitted in Mt. Pisgah Baptist Association in 1847 with the Rev. Nathaniel L. Clarke
presiding over the church until a permanent pastor could be found. The church met initially in the private home of a member
near the present location of Stratton. After a period of five years, however, the homeowner objected and the church was moved
to a public building in the town of Pinckney and near the present location of Stamper's Mill Pond. The first burying ground is
said to have been located nearby. No permanent markers were ever set and the location has been long in cultivation.
    Somewhat later, the original protester again objected to the location of the church and the church was moved to its present
location, approximately three miles northwest of the early town of Pinckney. This town, which flourished briefly before the
Civil War, later came to be known as Stamper. A post office once existed at Stamper, but today the lone remnant of the town is
the mill pond.
    The town of Stamper deserves a special footnote in history. Congress, in the days following the Civil War, voted to establish
a land grant institution in each state for the purpose of increasing knowledge of agriculture and related vocational skills. In
Mississippi, this led to the formation of Mississippi A & I (now known as Mississippi State University). When the state
legislature debated the location of this institution, Stamper was considered, but lost,  to Starkville, Mississippi.

Spencer T. mustered or enlisted May 18, 1861 as a private into the Pinckney Guards, Mississippi Volunteers, Union, MS. He
appears on the rolls of Capt R. P. Austin's Company, 8th Regiment, Mississippi Volunteers from August 24 to October 18,
1861 at Enterprise, MS. Austin's Company was transfered from State to Confederate service on October 18, 1861 and
redesignated Company I, 8th Regiment, Mississippi Infantry, CSA.  On April 30, 1862, I Company was designated B
Company, 8th Regiment, Mississippi Infantry, CSA. Spencer T. was captured November 27, 1863 at Ringgold, GA and
imprisoned in Louisville, KY on December 11, 1863. He was moved to Rock Island Barracks, IL prison on December 14,
1863. Spence T. died March 7, 1864 of ????? at the age of 21. His grave is South of the prison barracks and marked as # 759.

Rock Island, IL, located on the Mississippi River, was designated a National Arsenal in July 1862. As the number of
Confederate prisoners grew, it was selected as an ideal location for a prison camp. Construction began in August 1863 and on
December 3, 1863, the first prisoners arrived. By the end of December, 1863, the original 468 prisoners captured at the battle
of Lookout Mountain, TN, had swollen to almost 5,600. The arriving prisoners brought smallpox with them. The prison
doctors found 94 cases of smallpox in the first contingents to arrive, to which all the prisoners had been exposed. Because no
hospital had been built for the prisoners, the sick remained in the barracks with the healthy. Smallpox, pneumonia, and diarrhia
claimed 98 prisoners and 3 guards during the month of December 1863, 231 prisoners and 4 guards in January 1864, and 350
prisoners and 10 guards in February 1864. A report on March 4, 1864 reported the current prison population was about 7,600.
By the end of July 1864, the Confederate Cemetery had a population of over 1,300, fully two-thirds of the prisoner deaths that
were to occur during the life of the camp, which had been in existence only eight months. It is estimated that the peak
population of the camp, at any one time, was about 8,600.

     The people of Decatur and of Newton County were shocked and grieved beyond words Monday when the word went forth
that one of our most prominent influential and best loved citizens, Dr. B. F. Hunter, had suddenly and unexpectedly been called
away.  He had apparently been in perfect health, attending, as was his wont, both Sunday school and church Sunday, and with
his wife and smaller children, visited his brother, Leo Hunter, at Stratton Sunday.  Suddenly stricken with acute indigestion or
something similar, about 5 P.M. Sunday after a night of untold suffering he peacefully passed away about 4:30 A.M. Monday.
Dr. B. F. Hunter was born and reared near Stratton of Mt. Zion church, and was 48 years of age. after preparing himself for his
life work, a dental surgeon, he was married in 1906 to Miss Sallie Stamper of the same community. To this happy union eight
children were born, five boys: Hansell, a medical student of Ole Miss, Bill of Richton, Frank Jr, Homer and Kenneth, small
children; three girls: Ethel, the eldest, married Mr. Otho Shows of Ovette and now of Richton, Miss Essie May, a graduate
Whitworth College and now teach in Montrose school and Sara, a student in the school there. The funeral at the college
auditorium that he, as teacher, helped to build was deeply impressive, conducted by his pastor, Rev. A. J. Davis, assisted by
two former pastors of the Decatur M. E. Church, Rev. C. H. Strait of Mendenhall and Rev. A. S. Oliver of Prentiss, rev. G. W.
Jones, pastor of Montrose M. E. Church and Rev. A?? Cook of Mt. Zion. Beautiful tributes to his life and character were given
in the eulogistic words of each.  All schools were suspended and the students attended the funeral obsequies in a body.
Appropriate music was rendered by a selected choir and the college quartette the latter singing softy and sweetly "The Old
Rugged Cross", "Crossing the Bar" and "It is Well With My Soul". A touching feature of the funeral rites was the entire
consolidated school, of which he was a trustee, in passing the bier, dropped a flower beside it. The profusion of exquisite
flowers presented by members of the faculties of both schools, the Board of Trustees of both schools, the student bodies, the
Board of Stewards of the M. E. Church of which he was a member, the County Officials and many personal friends of the
family and the large concourse of people attending the funeral attested the high esteem in which he was held.  Interment was at
his home church, Mt. Zion, where the concluding services were rendered.

Mr. Stamper was one of the leading farmers of the Parish and was known
through North Lousiana for his activities in various singing conventions and singing schools. Mr. Stamper was taken ill while
engaged in working on his farm, and was being rushed to a physician when he died. His death occured Friday morning and
proved a distinct shock to all the people of the Parish.

The family was living in the Old Martin School, which is the house
Andrew grew up in. When Andrew was about 15 years old, he hauled green crossties to the railroad in Clarks, LA. This is
probably when he hurt his back, however, years later the real problem came while working for the Gartman Motor Company.
He was leaning over the fender of a car doing some work and when he started to raise up, he couldn't. It was a number of
months before he got any relief. He was working with his father, who dragged the green crossties out of the woods with a mule.
He did this about 18 months. Andrew later hauled cotton and lumber and moved people. Lena was living at the Berry Fisher
place. Obie Martin gave a play party. Randolph Watson was dating Obie and Andrew knew both Obie and Randolph. Lena
went to the party and that is how she and Andrew met. Every weekend they saw each other on Sunday afternoon. They were
not allowed to see each other at night. They dated for 6 to 12 months. Andrew finished his hauling engagement and they were
married on 18 November, 1931 at Bro. Chapman's house. Obie and Randolph were witnesses. Neighbors Sam and Robert Gore
and Jodie Meredith helped Louis Mack and Andrew built Lena's first house.
